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he ASEAN Committee on Culture and Information (ASEAN-

COClI)was setupin October1978. Its aim is to promote effective

cooperation in the fields of culture and information for the
purpose of enhancing mutual understanding and solidarity among the
peoples of ASEAN as well as in furthering regional development.

Tothisend, various projects and activities, ranging froman ASEAN Youth
Camp to news exchanges among ASEAN media, are conducted each
year. There are also workshops and other activities to nurture talent and
promote interaction among ASEAN scholars, writers, artists and media
practitioners. Activities in the area of culture include the protection,
conservation and preservation of cultural heritage, cultural promotion
and the production of cultural showcases. More recently, ASEAN
cultural officials have been addressing issues such as human resource
development in the culture sector and small and medium-sized cultural
industries. Activities in the information sector involves implementing
communications projects aimed at raising ASEAN awareness and
generating a positive perception of ASEAN and updating the skills of
media practitioners.




The ASEAN-COCI has two sub-committees, one dealing with culture
and the other with information. These sub-committees plan, implement
and monitor projects approved and funded by the ASEAN-COCI.

At the same time, there is in each ASEAN Member State an ASEAN
National COCI that oversees the coordination and implementation
of ASEAN-COCI projects and activities. The ASEAN National COCI
comprises representatives from the foreign ministries and ministries of
culture and information, national radio and television networks, heritage
boards, museums, archives and libraries.

The ASEAN Festival of Arts is a project that aims to foster a closer
relationship among ASEAN member countries and to promote tourism.
Itis the offshoot of the ASEAN Summit’s call for ASEAN Member States
(AMS) to “nurture talent and promote interaction among ASEAN
scholars, writers, artists and media practitioners to help preserve and
promote ASEAN’s diverse cultural heritage while fostering regional
identity as well as cultivating people’s awareness of ASEAN.”

It was first held on 12-18 October 2003 in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, for
the inaugural meeting of the ASEAN Ministers Responsible for Culture
and Arts (AMCA), and has since been celebrated in conjunction with
the AMCA meetings. With the participation of the 10 AMS, the ASEAN
Festival of Arts is an avenue to showcase each member country’s finest
works in any chosen field of the arts.

Dance was the theme of the first Festival of Arts and featured
performances from dancers and musicians from all ASEAN member
countries and the Republic of Korea.

Both the second and third festivals focused on the art of puppetry. Held
on 3-4 August 2005, in Bangkok, Thailand, the second one coincided
with the second AMCA Meeting and the AMCA Plus Three (People’s
Republic of China, Japan and the Republic of Korea). The third one was
held in Nay Pyi Taw, Myanmar on 12-14 January 2008, and gathered
around 71 puppeteers from all member states.

One of the results of the third AMCA meeting held in Myanmar was
the creation of the ASEAN City of Culture initiative. This initiative was
aimed to celebrate ASEAN culture and arts and promote the growth
of the region’s creative industries and people-to-people exchanges.
The Philippines launched the first ASEAN City of Culture for 2010-2011
and as such, hosted the fourth ASEAN Festival of Arts with the theme
of “The Best of ASEAN” on 25-26 March 2010 in Clark, Pampanga.

Singapore was the second Member State to host the ASEAN City of
Culture for 2012-2013 and hosted the fifth festival. At the same time,
the 2012 ASEAN Puppetry Festival and the ASEAN Film Festival were
also celebrated in that country. These festivities created a conducive
environment for artists, and became avenues for exchanges of ideas and
reached out to new local and international audiences.

Hue City, Viet Nam, was the third city to be recognized as an ASEAN
City of Culture. When it hosted the sixth ASEAN Festival of Arts on
19 April 2014, the AMCA meeting saw the participation of the ministers
responsible for culture in the ASEAN+3 bloc (the 10 AMS plus China,
Japan, and the Republic of Korea).

The seventh festival was held in Brunei Darussalam in 2016. It was the
first gathering of the culture and arts sector since the establishment of
the ASEAN Community on 31 December 2015. As was the tradition,
the festival was hosted by Bandar Seri Begawan, which was named as
the ASEAN City of Culture for 2016-2017.

In 2018, the Festival was held in Yogyakarta, Indonesia on 22-26 October.

(AMS). Thirty-four years of celebrating regional unity and art.

One home city. The Best of ASEAN Performing Arts series
combined all these with the passion and talent of the most acclaimed
artists from the AMS, who came to Jakarta, Indonesia to showcase
their country’s vibrant cultures. The Best of ASEAN series came to
fruition on 12 January 2008, after a proposal from Dr. Surin Pitsuwan,
the Secretary-General of ASEAN. The proposal was approved,
then subsequently supported by Dr. Susilo Bambang Yudhoyono, who
was then the President of Indonesia.

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Brunei Darussalam presented Brunei’s Legacy for The Best of ASEAN Performing Arts held in Jakarta, Indonesia in 2011.
It featured folk drama, dance, and music performances presented in two acts, Tragedi and Durhaka.



While intended to showcase the richness and diversity of all 10 AMS,
ASEAN stagedallthe performancesofthe Best of ASEAN seriesin Jakarta,
Indonesia from 2008 to 2015, in commemoration of the city’s role as
the home base of the ASEAN Secretariat for over 34 years. ASEAN
worked closely with the AMS culture ministries and agencies to bring
the Best of ASEAN project to fruition.

The series began with The Mosaic Archipelago in May 2008, featuring
11 dances from different Indonesian provinces. These dances were the
Nyai Lenggang from Jakarta, Marpangir from North Sumatra, Tifa from
East Nusa Tenggara, Hudog from East Kalimantan, Rampai Saman from
Nanggroe Aceh Darussalam, Japin from Riau, Ngeremo from East Java,
Legong Kraton from Bali, and Mambri from Papua. There were also a
traditional Sundanese (West Java) puppet show, and wayang ajen and
angklung performances.

Thailand staged the second series entitled Tapestry of Thai Beauty and
Grace in August 2008. It featured Thai puppetry by the Traditional Thai
Puppet Theatre (Joe Louis),theonlytroupe of Thaitheatrical puppeteers
in existence. In addition, the troupe from the Bunditpatanasilpa Institute
performed the Khon form of dance drama, Ramakien, which is the Thai
version of the Indian epic Ramayana, as well as traditional dances from
various Thai provinces.

Singapore and Myanmar were the spotlight AMS for The Best of ASEAN
seriesin 2009. Singapore’s Singapore Showcase: Cultural Crossings in April
2009 was a multimedia collection of the Garden City’s latest cultural
offerings. April 2009 featured Exhibition: eye ¢ city, a photographic
exhibit that captured events that happened in the last 24 hours leading
to 2007; and performances of traditional and fusion pieces by the Siong
Leng Musical Association using musical instruments like the Chinese
xiao and the Indian tabla. In December 2009, a cultural troupe from the
Fine Arts Department of the Ministry of Culture of Myanmar introduced
13 traditional and contemporary dances and musical performances
in The Royal Beauty of Golden Myanmar. It showcased performances
from the Dance of Zwagyi, a Myanmar folk character adept in the art of
alchemy, to the Bagan dance which dates back to the 11"-13t" century.

Malaysian and Vietnamese culture took center stage in 2010. Malaysia’s
IMalaysia: Harmony in Cultural Diversity in March 2010, portrayed the
various peoples of Malaysia unified as one harmonized, multi-racial
society through performances from the Malaysian Traditional Orchestra,
Istana Budaya Malaysia, Dua Space Theatre, Asthana Dancers, and
solo artists Muhammad |khwal and Noryn Aziz. In December 2010,
the Charming Viet Nam piece featured dancers decked out in long,

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flowing do dai to the accompaniment of the one-string Dan bau, as
Viet Nam also celebrated the completion of its ASEAN Chairmanship
that same year.

Brunei Darussalam and Cambodia gave back-to-back cultural
performances in 2011. Brunei Darussalam’s theatre, dance, and musical
traditions were on vivid display in Brunei’s Legacy in March 2011.
Cambodia’s presentation followed soon after, in April 2011, to mark the
accession of Cambodia as the tenth member of ASEAN 12 years ago.
Cambodia delivered with a performance of the Sbek Thom, a sacred
Khmer shadow theatre featuring 2-meter high, non-articulated puppets
made of leather, as well as seven other music and dance pieces.

The Philippines was the sole Best of ASEAN exhibitor for 2013, with
Philippinescape: Showcasing the Beauty of the Philippines through Dance
and Music, which featured 21 traditional and contemporary dances and
musical performances of the Bayanihan National Folk Dance Company.

After a 20-month hiatus, The Best of ASEAN series featured its final
AMS, Lao PDR; in The Jewel of Mekong, a dazzling display of Lao music,
dance and costumes that also served as a fitting welcome for Lao PDR’s
assumption as Chair of ASEAN in 2016.

Each of the fascinating performances was attended by some 400
audiences from international organizations, government and non-
government organizations, several foreign envoys and diplomats from
other countries as well as the public—students, the media, and art
enthusiasts alike. As ASEAN Sec. Gen. Dr. Surin Pitsuwan said it, “We
unite to celebrate the power of words, movements and sounds that
allow us to appreciate ASEAN’s treasure trove of living traditions and
art forms.”

he Cultural Heritage Documentary Series (CHDS) project was

a major initiative of the ASEAN Sub-Committee on Culture.

Seeking to present theregion’s rich cultural heritage through three
coffee-table books, the CDHS initiative was produced in collaboration
with various writers, researchers, historians, social scientists, art experts,
and photographers across Southeast Asia, and were intended to
showcase and promote wider understanding of the rich cultural heritage
of the ASEAN region.

South East Asia: A Passage through Time, published in 2001 as the first
part of the CDHS book series, covers the geographical formation of
Southeast Asia and traces the history and origin of its peoples, conveying

therichnessandvariety of Southeast Asia’s cultures, religions,and natural
environment. Editor David Gould worked with contributors to track the
influence of political history, topography, natural resources, migration,
and conquest on the development of the region’s cultures. South East
Asia: A Passage through Time narrates the rise, fall, and rebirth of the
region’s great civilizations, and follows these steps from prehistory to the
modern eraviathe personages and events of the ASEAN Member States
(AMS), and their people’s achievements, tragedies, wars and kinship.
From Southeast Asia’s vast mineral resources, vegetation and wildlife,
to its monuments and art, the ten AMS are spotlighted in all their lush
diversity. The concluding chapters of South East Asia: A Passage through
Time discuss the value of all the recent interactions, especially since the
dawn of ASEAN, in the development of the essential oneness of the
nations of Southeast Asia, transforming the nations from neighbors to
partners in progress.

With the publication of Museum Treasures of Southeast Asia in 2003,
the CDHS shifted its focus to the rich material cultural artifacts
exhibited in the permanent archival collections of Brunei Darussalam,
Cambodia, Indonesia, Lao PDR, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines,
Singapore, Thailand, and Viet Nam. Editor Bronwyn Campbell and
her contributors traced how these diverse treasures, in four basic
materials—stone, metal, clay, and fiber—all find their origin in the
common cultural heritage of the region, especially on how indigenous
traditions evolved over the centuries. The photographs in Museum
Collections of Southeast Asia marks the first time these important
artifacts have been documented in a single publication.

The third CDHS book, 2009’s Celebrating the Source: Water Festivities
of Southeast Asia follows the impact of water on the festivals, rituals,
and daily practices that have survived from ancient times to the
present day in the AMS. These rites of ancient heritage have shaped
the region’s peoples, religions, classes, and general culture, and pay
tribute to water as an essential source of spirit, life and livelihood of the
peoples of ASEAN. Water is an essential element that nourishes all
aspects of life in the region—food, agriculture, spirituality and economic
prosperity. The book ends with a discussion of current concerns,
including the management of water as natural resource. Like its CDHS
predecessors, Celebrating the Source: Water Festivities of Southeast Asia
is also the first time the societal and resource narratives of ASEAN’s
main waterways have been condensed in a single book.
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n pursuit of the goals of the ASEAN Vision 2021 and its shared vision

of ASEAN as “a concert of Southeast Asian nations, outward looking,

livingin peace, stability and prosperity, bonded together in partnership
in dynamic development and in a community of caring societies,”
the ASEAN Member States (AMS) adopted the People-to-People
Exchange Program at the Grassroots (PPEPG) from 2000 to 2009.
Initiated by a proposal from Thailand, PPEPG aimed to bring together
intellectuals and specialists in folk arts and culture who operate at the
grassroots level, exchanging and sharing views, ideas and experiences,
with a view of promoting better understanding and appreciation of each
other’s culture in the region.

PPEPG was itself predicated on the Hanoi Plan of Action (HPA), the
first in a series of plans which outline specific courses of action on
several priority areas, one of which is to promote ASEAN awareness
and its standing in the international community. The Bali Concord Il of
2003 further supports this by stating that “the Community shall nurture
talent and promote interaction among ASEAN scholars, writers, artists
and media practitioners to help preserve and promote ASEAN’s diverse
cultural heritage, while fostering regional identity as well as cultivating
(public) awareness of ASEAN.” The ASEAN Committee on Culture
and Information (ASEAN-COCI) was the lead agency in PPEPG’s
implementation, starting with a preparatory meeting to design the
project held in Bangkok, Thailand in December 2000. The meeting was
attended by representatives from all AMS and included a 5-day visit to
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each AMS by groups of ASEAN experts in farming, cottage industries,
local wisdom and intellect, festivals, songs, and literary works to rural
areas. The latter gave the AMS representatives exposure to traditional
methods of farming and arts and crafts production, as well as intangible
treasures like traditional medicine, festivals, and songs and dances.
The committee decided that PPEPG implementation will require a
cultural officer or administrator who shall act as head of each AMS
delegation, a senior specialist coming from the village/local community,
and a young male and female specialist. Each delegation was required
to produce a television documentary of the exchange program to be
broadcast in the ASEAN TV News and Feature project.

The first PPEPG exchange was started in Thailand in February 2003,
at Mae Cham District, Chiang Mai Province. Activities included
presentations from each delegation on their respective traditional
creative industries, study visits to observe local craft centers producing
textiles, silverware, ceramics, lacquer ware, wood carving, and basketry.
Delegates also observed shopping centers for home industry products
in Chiang Mai and Lampoon, and participated in workshops wherein
the delegates produced local crafts and eventually exhibited their work.

The succeeding exchanges followed the same programme of activities,
only varying in the local tradition of focus. The second implementation
was held in Malaysia on 23-29 June 2003, followed by Singapore on
12-16 November 2003. Indonesia hosted the fourth implementation
in Yogyakarta on 24-30 June 2004, followed by Myanmar on
5-7 September 2004; Viet Nam on 1-7 December 2004; Cambodia
on 20-26 March 2005; the Philippines on 19-26 March 2006;
Lao PDR on 9-13 February 2007; and finally Brunei Darussalam on
9-12 November 2009.
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At the conclusion of the PPEPG, a total of 420 ASEAN cultural officers
had benefited from the project, receiving the opportunity to visit an
ASEAN country to experience its local culture and traditions from the
grassroots level. PPEPG hasincreased the links between the cultures and
people of ASEAN, fostering awareness of the region, and contributing
to building a common identity among its peoples.

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ecognizing the role of the youth in art, culture, and nation

building, the ASEAN-COCI Sub-Committee on Culture had

been implementing several projects to develop their creative
skills and provide them an opportunity to be exposed to, understand
and appreciate other ASEAN cultures. These include ASEAN Painting
Workshops and Exhibits, an ASEAN Youth Music Workshop, and
ASEAN Creative Writing Workshops.

In 1994, during the ASEAN Visual Art Education Symposium and
Workshop held in Manila, Philippines, the ASEAN Art Educators
proposed to integrate the best features of these projects into an art
camp. The ASEAN Youth Cultural Friendship Program, later named
ASEAN Youth Camp (AYC), has successfully raised the awareness of
the young participants about the history, arts, and culture of the region
and contributed to the development of future ASEAN artists and
culture leaders. The first cycle of the ASEAN Youth Camp ran from
1998 to 2013 and gathered delegates from the 10 AMS. Some delegates
from China, South Korea, and Japan were also invited to take part in
some of the camps.
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The project was first implemented in the Philippines from 22 June to
4 July 1998, at the Villa Escudero in San Pablo City, Laguna and at
the Clark Special Economic Zone in Zambales. It focused on the
environment and had the theme “Nature Hug”. Ten delegates from
each member country, composed of 9 youth delegates and an adult
leader, took part, accompanied by a representative from the ASEAN
Secretariat. The camp opened with a friendship ritual and an arts
exhibit featuring the works of the delegates. Other camp activities
included country presentations and cultural performances; interactive
music workshops where the delegates learned how to play traditional
musical instruments from different AMS and became familiar with each
other’s traditional sounds; creative writing and journalism workshops;
and an integrated arts workshop where the delegates tried out art
disciplines aside from their own. Writers and musicians danced, while
visual artists tried their hand at theater. The delegates produced an
ASEAN Song, ritual performances, art installations, and a final theater
performance that was staged at the Expo Filipino. The delegates also
visited the pottery studio of Ugu Bigyan, trekked to Mount Banahaw,
visited the Philippine High School for the Arts, and witnessed cultural
performances by the plantation workers and farmers of Villa Escudero.

Thailand was the next to implement the project from 6 to 20 March
1999. The camp focused on Cultural Heritage and carried the theme
“Archaeology in Relation with Arts and the Environment”. Along with
country presentations on the culture and heritage of the respective
AMS, other activities included study visits to selected historical,
archaeological, and cultural sites in Bangkok, Ayuthaya, Sukhothai,
Chiang Rai, and Chiang Mai where the delegates tried their hand at
creating Thai handicrafts such as Khon masks, fish mobiles, artificial
flowers from the Sanaoce tree, musical instruments, pottery making,
textile weaving, metalworking, and wood carving.

The third AYC, with the theme “Trail of Unity” was held on 11-23 June
2001 in Malaysia. Aside from the presentation of country reports and
cultural performances, workshops on Malaysian traditional arts, and
integrated art workshops, the delegates also went on study visits to the
National Art Gallery of Malaysia, Putrajaya, River Terrapin Hatchery
center, Pasir Salak Riverine Resort, Time Tunnel Museum, and Pasar
Payang, among others. The delegates learned how to make Mah Meri
ritual masks and pottery, and play the gamelan, a native instrument.
There were also bazaars at the Pasar Malam, Saujana, and at the Kuantan
Megamall, where the delegates exhibited and sold products from their
respective countries as well as those that they produced during the
camp. The youth camp concluded with the holding of the Trail of Unity
gala performance held at the River Front Kuantan, Malaysia.

The fourth AYC had 50 young representatives and was held in Yangon
and Bagan, Myanmar in 2002, with the theme “Honoring Kindness
through the Arts”.Lao PDR hosted the fifth AYCin 2004 where Japanese
youth joined for the first time. The theme for Lao PDR was “Culture
for Peace and Development”. The sixth AYC was hosted in 2005 by
Cambodia with the theme “The Role of Youth in Cultural Exchange”.
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Brunei Darussalam hosted the seventh AYC in 2006 with the theme
“Adhesion: Water and the Arts”. The theme reflected the significant
role of water, such as the Mekong River, the West Philippine Sea, and
the Straits of Malacca, in shaping the cultures of the AMS. Participants
to this 12-day arts camp were grouped into five categories: visual arts,
photography, dance, music, and creative writing/journalism. The camp
focused on creative interaction, the artistic process, as well as group
and individual expressions. All the delegates were able to showcase
their respective crafts at their gala performance in Berakas International
Convention Center. Representatives from China, Japan and South
Korea were invited as observers in the camp.

In 2008, Indonesia hosted the eighth AYC with the theme “Expression
of Culture Towards One ASEAN Community”. The ninth AYC was
held in Viet Nam with the theme “Dragon: Legend in ASEAN Culture”.
Aside from the usual camp activities, the participants had a chance

to participate in a charity program by visiting Bo De Pagoda, which
sheltered 200 orphans. The children enjoyed the performance and all
the games organized for them by the camp participants. The charity
program reflected the spirit of youth kindness in ASEAN Community.

The last phase of the first cycle of AYC was held in Singapore in
2013. The theme of the tenth AYC was “In Celebration: ASEAN
Youths Unite”. The camp was divided into four categories: painting,
photography, traditional dance and traditional music. Musicians and
dancers performed traditional music and dances of the AMS at the
Singapore Night Festival, which is an annual landmark event in the arts
and heritage district, while the works of the photography and painting
delegates were exhibited at the National Museum of Singapore.
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Although several cultural differences and language barriers were
present during these camps, the young participants bonded with each
other and found striking similarities among their diverse cultures. The
exchanges of ideas and sharing of different experiences and skills were
instrumental for these delegates to better understand the ASEAN
Community and obtain deeper appreciation of their arts and cultures.
The young participants felt more united as ASEAN brothers and sisters
as they gained friends among fellow delegates.

Seeing the success of the AYC in promoting ASEAN awareness among
the youth, fostering aregional identity,and building ASEAN Community,
a second AYC cycle is in progress. The first camp was implemented in
2015 in Sagada, Mountain Province, Philippines with the theme “Gongs
and Bamboo Music Camp and Festival.” The camp celebrated ethnic
music through traditional Southeast Asian instruments of gongs and
bamboo.

he Festival of ASEAN Cultural Expressions focuses on the

traditional games of the ASEAN Member States. Much like food,

clothing, and traditional arts, they are an important aspect of
culture, and the Festival was one way to promote awareness of these
traditions and help preserve these practices. Traditional games not
only entertain, they also promote creativity, ingenuity, cooperation and
strategic thinking.

The Festival was initially two separate projects: one on the preservation
and promotion of ASEAN traditional games, and an ASEAN traditional
games camp. The first phase was a mini festival held on 25-28 March
2014 in Brunei Darussalam and attended by one traditional game expert
and three young professional players.

Theactual Festival was a six-day carnival held on 15-20 September 2015
in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia and was attended by 105 delegates from all
ASEAN Member States (AMS). It showcased the regional identity of
ASEAN to the world, established ASEAN culture expressions as an
ASEAN brand, and promoted intercultural awareness and enhanced
understanding and friendship among the ASEAN Community, especially
the youths. All the participating groups of the AMS were featured in
their respective country performance, traditional games, and visual arts
and crafts.
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Festival participants had an opportunity to learn and play some or all
of the featured 20 traditional games and discover how many games
played in the Southeast Asian region were similar to the games of
their childhood. Top spinning was a common game of skill, played by
fashioning tops from wood or bamboo (gasing in Malaysia, Myanmar,
and Singapore, and gasing bamboo in Indonesia). Both Indonesia
(egrang bathok) and Thailand (dern kala) have their own versions of the
coconut race, where participants see who can walk faster while perched
precariously on coconut half shells, held up by a string threaded through
the middle of the shells.

Obstacle crossing is another popular game, but Lao PDR puts its
own twist to it with the game of Snake Eats the Tail, where a group of
persons hold on to each other by the waist (the snake) and try to keep
the opposing team from getting through without letting go of their
teammate.

Also featured at the Festival were the pasang, a two-player strategy
board game from Brunei Darussalam where players try to capture the
other’s tokens; sipa from the Philippines, where players, using only their
feet, pass around a soft ball made out of rattan (sipa sa lama) and keep it
aloft foraslong as possible, or use the ball to try to hit a target suspended
between two bamboo poles (sipa sa manggis); and mon son pa, a game
of It from Thailand.

Other games were kuit (Brunei Darussalam), lbeng dandouel kaohei
and reav bangkang khmer (Cambodia), kyet pha khut (Myanmar),
Five Stones (Singapore), mon son pa (Thailand), and water puppetry
(Viet Nam). The games featured in the Festival served as resource
materials for another ASEAN-COCI Sub-Committee on Culture
project implemented by Brunei Darussalam, the “Animation of ASEAN
Traditional Games” which is a compilation of the 10 traditional games of
AMS to be disseminated via animated film.

rt has a reputation for bringing people together, but is it

possible to harness the talents of all ten ASEAN Member

States (AMS) in one theatrical feast for the senses? It turns out
that all you need is one classic text, nine acclaimed artists, 22 leading
dancers, a multi-awarded Filipino artistic director, and many talented,
enthusiastic collaborators from across the region, steeped in Southeast
Asian traditional dance-theater styles and forms, modern dance,
contemporary visual arts projections, and videography. This is the story
of Realizing Rama.
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In 1997, the ASEAN-COCI Sub-Committee on Culture approved
the funding and implementation of the ASEAN Flagship Voyage:
A Performing Arts Tour Across ASEAN. Nine leading artists from the
ten AMS collaborated for a year to create a full-length contemporary
dance production based on the epic poem Ramayana. Under the
artistic direction of Filipino choreographer and producer Denisa Reyes,
the collaboration produced the multimedia theatrical piece Realizing
Rama, which premiered at the Hanoi Opera House in December 1998
in conjunction with the ASEAN Summit.

The story of Realizing Rama is an allegory on selfless leadership, and
revolves around the travails of the divine prince Rama. Rama represents
the ideal statesman confronted by the ogres of the forest, symbolizing
the temptations of wealth, lust and power. Rama eventually resists his
ego and exorcises his self, achieving the balance of heart, represented
by his wife Sita, and mind, represented by his brother Lakshmana.
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After its warm reception at the ASEAN Summit, ASEAN-COCI funded
a subsequent ASEAN tour of Realizing Rama in 1999 and 2000.
Tour stops from 4 September to 6 October 1999 included Manila,
Philippines; Bandar Seri Begawan, Brunei Darussalam; Jakarta,
Indonesia; Singapore; and Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia. The second leg
of the tour ran from 15 March to 10 April 2000, with performances
in Bangkok, Thailand; Vientiane, Lao PDR; Yangon, Myanmar; and
Phnom Penh, Cambodia. The success of the ASEAN tour convinced
ASEAN-COCI to bring Realizing Rama to the key cities of Europe,
where the production played to appreciative audiences in Berlin,
London, Luxembourg, and Brussels from 27 May to 9 July 2001.
A full Asian tour followed from 9 October to 11 November 2002, and
Realizing Rama landed in Seoul, South Korea; Beijing, Hangzhou, and
Shanghai in China; and New Delhi, Chennai, Bangalore and Mumbai
in India. On 15-23 October, Japan featured a production of Realizing
Rama as ASEAN-COCI contribution to the celebration of ASEAN-
Japan Exchange Year. The final performance of the production was
held on 23-24 May 2006 at the 31st UNESCO International Theater
Institute Congress in Manila, Philippines.

ASEAN-COCI continued to support the cultural exchange elements
of the production, organizing lecture-demonstrations and interactions
with artists as complementary activities to the performances. The
lobbies of Realizing Rama’s venues also featured a touring photo exhibit
of color images of ASEAN cultural heritage called ASEAN Panorama,
aimed at increasing awareness and appreciation of ASEAN, especially
for audiences outside Southeast Asia. ASEAN-COCI also produced a
CD containing the original music by composer Rahayu Supanggah, as
well as a commemorative DVD of Realizing Rama that included video
packages of the performance and special features entitled Ramayana
in Southeast Asia, The Making of Realizing Rama, The Artists of Realizing
Rama, Realizing Rama on Tour, and Reviews. The latter feature played
up the acclaim the production received on tour, with raves from The
Philippine Star, the Business Times of Singapore, the Singapore Straits Times,
the Bangkok Post, Berlin’s Der Tagerspiegel, Brussels’ E.I.A.S. Bulletin, and
India’s The Sunday Herald.

Going above and beyond its intended goal of using the performing arts
to promote heritage and unity across ASEAN, the ASEAN Flagship
Voyage Project, through Realizing Rama, has brought the message to the
rest of Asia, and indeed the world, that ASEAN theatre and culture have
a message and beauty all its own.

aking a 22-year-old radio programme feel fresh again was the
dilemma of the ASEAN-COCI as it evaluated the state of its
longest-running flagship programme ASEAN in Action (AIA).

When AIA made its debut in November 1994 to disseminate news and
information about ASEAN, radio was then the medium with the widest
reach. Each ASEAN Member State (AMS) produced news packetsonan
agreed yearly theme. These packets were then transmitted to the overall
project coordinator and made available to all AMS. These packets were




the source of a 20-25-minute radio broadcast on ASEAN. Through the
years, and as agreed upon during yearly producers’ meetings, AMS had
some freedom to change the format to be able to attract and keep its
listenership share. Straight news and features were interspersed with
radio quizzes on ASEAN, musical interludes, and similar programming,
according to the needs of the AMS.

While the AlAis still received positively by its core audience, and aired in
each of the 10 AMS, ASEAN needed AlA to go further in disseminating
its messages, accomplishments, programmes and activities. This means
reaching out to an even wider base, and becoming more efficient in
sharing information among the 10 AMS. In 2014, following an evaluation
workshop on ASEAN-COCI’s recurring projects, AlIA was retooled in
response to the faster pace of life and the needs of the newer generation
of listeners.

The revitalized programme was renamed ASEAN in Action: Voice of
ASEAN Beyond Boundaries. The new AIA no longer follows a purely
straight news format, but has instead adopted an infotainment format
targeting the youth (18-30-year-old) sector.

Each AMS produces at least two 60-90 second news or feature items
that are uploaded to an email group moderated and run by Brunei
Darussalam as coordinating country. These items form the common
pool from which each AMS can draw from for their thrice-daily local
broadcasts. The e-mail group has also become a hub where press
releases and materials from the ASEAN Secretariat can be requested/
accessed.

Ideally, with 20 stories coming in from the 10 AMS every day, national
producers will have enough material for 15-30 minutes of AIA
broadcasts a week, for an annual total of 52 radio programmes, or 364
news features. Programmes may also be made available as podcasts,
wherever possible. AMS production teams are all based in their

respective national radio stations, but also receive some funding from
ASEAN-COCI.

In 2014, the project Sharing ASEAN sought to become a platform for
young people to express their thoughts, exercise their creativity in

amateur filmmaking, and connect and share their lives and dreams with
other youth of the 10 AMS.

With Viet Nam as coordinating country, each AMS launched a contest
for young amateur filmmakers to produce video clips, three to five
minutes long, that presented life in their country, with an emphasis on
changes that could come with ASEAN Community integration in 2015.

Each AMS awarded prizes to 12 winners—one first placer, two second
placers, three third placers, and six consolation prizewinners. The AMS
gave out cash awards and certificates in their respective awarding
ceremonies over national television, and screened the winning works.
The videos were also shared with other AMS, multiplying viewership
across the region.

There are many common cultural traits and practices that bind
the stomach of its people.

Thus, for the first ASEAN-Republic of Korea project in support of
the film sector, the project centered on the theme of rice, the region’s
staple food.

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The project brought together 19 young independent filmmakers,
scriptwriters, cinematographers, and directors for an opportunity to
exchange ideas and explore their potential within and outside the
ASEAN, through an intensive workshop on film production. It was held
in the Philippines from 4 July to 8 August 2009, at the University of
the Philippines’ Los Bafos, Laguna campus, near the International Rice
Research Institute (IRRI). The Philippines coordinated the project, with
the Philippine Information Agency (PIA) as its project implementing
institution, working together with the Korean Film Commission.

To set the theme, sociologist and Philippine National Scientist
Dr. Gelia Castillo gave a presentation on “Rice Is the Tie that Binds”.
She emphasized the centrality and human importance of the grain in
the political, economic, and socio-cultural life of ASEAN.

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Several Filipino experts and international resource persons guided the
participants on the various aspects of film production: Gabrielle Kelly
(scriptwriting); Christoph Janetzko (camerawork); Friedrich Kohle
(production and digital sound effects); Nick Deocampo (film directing);
Raymond Red (film style); Napoleon Jamir (lighting style); Margie
Templo (production management); and Manet Dayrit (editing).

After developing their scripts, storyboards and production plans, the
participants went back to their home countries to work on their films.
The second phase ran from September 2009 to May 2010. They shot
on a 24P-format HD digital camera, with a production budget of USD
7,000 each. Ten short films were produced and combined into an
omnibus film:

* Kemuning by Robby Ertanto (Indonesia);
* Riceis Solidarity by Dethnakhone Luangmovihane (Lao PDR);
*  Kolam Kaamatan by Pang Fui Lum (Malaysia);
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*  Hope by Zaw Ko Ko (Myanmar);

*  Maya-Maya by Mae Urtal Caralde (Philippines);
* Bak Chang by Swee Wee Keong (Singapore);

* Daughters by Samavee Pummuang (Thailand);

* Rice Cake by Phan Duy Linh (Viet Nam); and

* Rice Thief by Hyuk-in Kwon (Republic of Korea).

The omnibus film had its premiere on 13 October 2010 at the Pusan
International Film Festival in the Republic of Korea and was received
with much appreciation by the international audience.

The CJLEP facilitated an exchange program for four batches of ASEAN
campus journalists in 2005, 2006, 2007, and 2011, hosting a total of 79
students from all 10 AMS. Phase 1 was implemented in the Philippines,
Viet Nam and Cambodia on 3-20 October 2005; Phase 2 in Thailand,
Lao PDR and Myanmar from 30 October to 16 November 2006; Phase
3in Malaysia and Singapore from 24 June to 7 July 2007 and Phase 4 in
Brunei Darussalam and Indonesia on 12-24 June 2011.

Phase 1 was organized with the objective of harnessing the potential
of the participants to become ASEAN advocates to their peers,
and involved workshop sessions in all three AMS locations on:
Southeast Asian prehistory and migration, ASEAN, the ASEAN-
COCl, leadership, planning a vision for the school newsletter, and
the youth. The 19 participants’ first port of call was the Philippines
from 3-9 October 2005, for an observation tour of the facilities of
national broadcaster PTV4 and the Manila Bulletin, the Philippines’
second-oldest newspaper. The participants also went to the historic

Corregidor Island, which played an important role in World War Il.
They then went to Viet Nam on 9-14 October to tour the Pharmacy
Trading Company, University Press, and cultural tours of Bat Trang
Pottery, the Museum of Ethnology and Van Thuc Silk Village. They were
back on the road on 14-20 October for the Cambodia leg, where they
toured the Women Media Center of Cambodia; the Siem Reap and
Angkor Thom complexes; the National Museum of Cambodia; the Tuol
Sleng Genocide Museum; and the Silver Pagoda. Participants wrote
articles about their experiences for the CJLEP newsletter.

Twenty student journalists and leaders joined CJLEP Phase 2 on
30 October 2006, where they worked on the branding of ASEAN
through communication strategies, image building, and cultural
identity. In Thailand from 30 October to 5 November, participants
went to Radio Thailand, the broadcasting production labs of Bangkok
University; the Supreme Artists Hall museum to see works by King
Bhumibol Adulyadej and the National Artists of Thailand, and the
Samutprakarn Ancient City. Next was Lao PDR on 5-11 November,
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where students toured Luang Prabang’s Wat Phu Sy and Wat Xieng
Thong temples, the Royal Museum, the handicraft Center at Ban
Phanom, the Night Market, and Koung Si Waterfalls. Myanmar
played host to the participants on 12-17 November for the final
leg of the exchange, where students’ workshop duties on branding
and cultural identity preceded visits to the National University of
Culture; Myanmar Radio and Television, the national broadcaster;
and the Shwedagon Pagoda, all in the capital city of Yangon. They also
went to Kambawzathadi Golden Palace in Bago, and the Golden Rock
Pagoda in Mon.

Malaysia and Singapore were home to CJLEP Phase 3, which started
in June 2007 under the theme of “Leadership: Styles and Strength.”
Twenty participants from the AMS went to Kuala Lumpur on
24-30 June for workshops on newsletter writing and leadership values,
punctuated by visits to the offices of Star Media Group, publisher
of Malaysia’s top daily; Kampong Parit Bugis; and famed Malaysian
landmarks KL Tower and Petronas Twin Towers. They then went to
Singapore on 1-7 July for the next leg of the project, which was managed

by Halogen Foundation. Workshops centered on deconstructing media,
media’s usefulness in society, and how the participants can use the
workshop to contribute to a more vital ASEAN Community, as well as
practical seminars on high-definition shooting. Participants went on
tours to Sentosa Island, the Singapore Press Holdings offices, and the
National Library Board.

It took four years for the CJLEP to be revived, but a final batch
of participants was convened in Brunei Darussalam from 12-18
June 2011 in Bandar Seri Begawan, Brunei Darussalam and Jakarta
Indonesia from 18-24 June 2011. For the first leg, CJLEP participants
attended workshops on newsletter and blog production, social media,
and leadership competencies, as well as a forum on journalism as a
profession. They also went on a study tour of Radio Television Brunei;
the Brunei Information Department; Brunei Press Sdn Bhd, publisher of
the Sultanate’s leading dailies, Borneo Bulletin and Media Permata, and
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cultural sites Kampong Sungai Matan, Mukim Kota Batu, and Kampung
Ayer and the Kampung Ayer Culture and Tourism Gallery. On the
Indonesian leg, participants were trained on feature writing, effective
communication and social media. Participants also went on field
visits to the newsroom of Indonesia’s Ministry of Communication and
Informatics; Taman Mini Indonesia Indah; the Information Museum;
National Monument and Museum Gajah; the Grand Indonesia and
Thamrin City malls; and the traditional village of Saung Mang Udjo in
Bandung Jawa Barat.

Positively covered by the local media throughout all four phases,
the CJLEP was also warmly appreciated by the participants, who
noted that the programme was a meaningful and enjoyable learning
experience that enhanced their leadership skill, widened their
experience and knowledge in the field of journalism, and fostered in

them a sense of brotherhood and community with their colleagues and
the rest of ASEAN.

Above all, the ASEAN Quiz was designed by the ASEAN-COCI
Sub-Committee on Information to be both educational and enjoyable.
Because of the biennial format, participants on the Quiz are all winners
of national championships held in their home States in the preceding
year. A three-man national team is then fielded by each AMS to the
ASEAN Quiz, which is structured in a two-part format. The first part
is a straight-ahead quiz, where each team competes in true or false,
multiple choice and “complete the sentence” formats. For the second
part, participants are grouped randomly, and compete in friendly games.

AMS generally volunteer for hosting duties, but each will have a chance
to host the regional quiz which is held every two years, with each
country hosting their respective national competitions in the preceding
year. Thailand hosted the first regional quiz in 2002, followed by
Brunei Darussalam (2004), Malaysia (2006), the Philippines (2009),
Cambodia (2012), Viet Nam (2014) and Lao PDR (2016).
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The ASEAN Quiz has proven to be an effective promotional strategy
in each of the previous installments, with interpersonal ties between
participants strengthened by the competition. Since the ASEAN Quiz
was first implemented 15 years ago, students in the ASEAN Member
States have looked forward to competing and getting the chance to
represent their country in the regional quiz. It has become a matter of
school and national pride to produce winners in both the national and
regional levels. And even with national pride at stake, viewers also find
themselves charmed by the participants and the host nations.

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ASEANWeb

In 1996, the ASEAN-COCI Sub-Committee on Information agreed
that promoting ASEAN culture and information through the web
should be a flagship project, thus supporting activities toward this goal.

The first project was the expansion of the ASEAN website for culture
and information (ASEANWeb). The ASEANWeb has facilitated the
exchange and flow of data on the region and ensured a continuous and
comprehensive promotion of ASEAN programmes. As the proponent,
the Philippines, through the Philippine Information Agency (PIA),
coordinated and implemented the changes to the website. Throughout
the years, more and more features were added to the website, such as an
online database of audio-visual productions, a joint project by ASEAN
and Australia. Measures were also taken to ensure that those with
relatively slower internet connections could still access the contents
of the website. AMS and the ASEAN Secretariat were encouraged to
provide content for the website.

Several training workshops on internet multimedia were organized to
ensure that there would be a pool of technical personnel who would
be familiar with the then new technology and would have the skills to
maintain and update ASEAN regional and national websites for culture
and information.

There was a time when, in addition to the official site, a number of other
websites were developed for specific projects, such as the ASEAN
Youth Online website (www.aseanyouth.com), and the ASEAN Virtual
Learning Resource Center (http://learning.asean.org), designed to serve
as a key reference tool for students in AMS.

In 2005, it was agreed that all websites maintained by the ASEAN-
COCl should be consolidated under one website, to provide a one-stop
information site on ASEAN culture and information developments.
Hosting for the ASEAN-COCI regional website was then transferred to
a new domain, www.aseancultureandinformation.org, and the budget
for the hired fulltime staff and the internet bandwidth was provided
by the ASEAN Cultural Fund (ACF). Development, maintenance,
and administration was assumed by Singapore, which redesigned the
website for a more modern look.

The ASEAN Website on Culture and Information is now maintained
by the ASEAN Secretariat as a dedicated subsite of the main portal
(www.asean.org).

ASEAN Media Portal

In 2005, the ASEAN Portal on Culture and Information
(www.aseanmedia.net) was relaunched by Singapore, working with the
ASEAN Secretariat, in time for the ASEAN’s 40th Anniversary. The
ASEAN Media Portal sought to increase accessibility to ASEAN media
content within and outside the region and encourage people to become
familiar with the new media. In addition to audio-visual content provided
by the AMS, and an online forum to enable members of the ASEAN
broadcast community to communicate online, itincluded the computer
game, “The Legend of the Golden Talisman”, a way to get the young
to learn more about ASEAN culture and heritage through immersive
role-playing. The Portal has been incorporated into what had been the
revamped ASEAN-COCI website, which is no longer accessible.
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AV Archiving in ASEAN

The beginnings of the audio-visual (AV) archiving movement in ASEAN
may be traced to 23-26 June 1992 when ASEAN held a Conference-
Workshop on ASEAN Audio/Video/Film Retrieval, Restoration and
Archiving to develop a comprehensive archival programme and plan
of action for developing and strengthening the capabilities of AMS
in preserving and providing access to the region’s AV heritage and its
ASEAN-wide film exchange network.

The need for AV archiving in the region had long been recognized by
the ASEAN. In 1974, the Sub-Committee on Film under the Permanent
Committee on Mass Media (PCMM) considered a recommendation by
the First and Second ASEAN Film Festivals to set up an ASEAN Film

Library in Kuala Lumpur which would accept 16/35 mm short films for
limited distribution to requesting AMS. In 1978, the Philippines and
Indonesia prepared project proposals for the establishment of a film
data bank and an ASEAN Cinemateque, respectively, which touched
on some integral aspects of AV archiving functions as it is known today.
In 1991, the 7th Working Group on Radio/TV and Film/Video considered
the report of Third ASEAN Film Week which recommended,
among others, the continued exchange of archivists; the setting up
of an ASEAN film archive which would serve as repository of all
participating films and video in the ASEAN Film Week Project;
the continued upgrading of knowledge on film archiving particularly
with regard to film restoration and preservation; and the adoption of
an ASEAN policy which would ensure continued operation and
autonomy of each Member State’s film archives.
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The Conference-Workshop on ASEAN Audio/Video/Film Retrieval,
Restoration and Archiving was held on 11-16 January 1993 in Manila in
response to a greatly-felt need to address the fast deteriorating state
of the region’s audio/visual collection in the form of films/videos which
contained records of the nation’s language, customs and traditions,
rituals and beliefs. The project was funded by the ASEAN-COCI
through the ASEAN Cultural Fund, and the objective was to come up
with a comprehensive AV archival programme in the region and an
action plan for ASEAN film/video retrieval, restoration and archiving.

The Conference workshop adopted a framework for a comprehensive
programme for Film/Video Archiving in the ASEAN Region, which
became the basis forthe Three-Year Development Plan, which identified
the programs/projects to be undertaken within the period 1995-1998.
This consisted mostly of training programmes on the fundamental
functions of AV archiving and the creation of an ASEAN database
that would facilitate information and film exchange within the region.
Some of these projects were proposed and implemented with funding
arrangement under the ASEAN-Australia Cooperation and the ASEAN
Committee on Culture and Information (ASEAN-COCI) Cultural Fund
on a cost-sharing basis.

and modern methods of conservation of
historical buildings and monuments, and
museum collections and archives.

The project aimed at establishing
standards of quality and enhancing
international market awareness of
traditional handicrafts from the 10 AMS
through an Award. The Awards were
given for handmade traditional and/

or innovative craft products from the
region which observe the strict standards
for cultural traditions, environmental
protection, and production excellence.
They were not awarded to individual
craftsperson but to specific craft products
and product lines. Phase | involved the
formation of a group of experts in each
AMS representing crafts—-making people,
modern craft designers, the business and
marketing sector and the Ministries of
Culture to come up with a situationer and
development plan for their respective
AMS. A national selection in each AMS
was done for presentation at the regional

judging.

The project was the last phase of the
exchange programme which started in
the year 2000. It involved a 5-day visit

of experts to rural areas in Lao PDR

to promote better understanding and
appreciation of each other’s cultures. The
theme of the camp was “Textiles (lkat
and Madmee), Basketry, and Traditional
Music”. There were 37 delegates from the
10 AMS representing a wide range of ages,
the youngest being 12 years old and the
oldest was 70 years old. The participants
visited artisans in textiles, rattan and
bamboo weaving; and Lao traditional
musicians. There was also an exhibition
of textiles, rattan works, and musical
instruments of the participants.

Brief Description

The project aimed to address the lack of
documentation on the traditional wedding
practices in Southeast Asia through a
DVD production of wedding rituals and
ceremonies in the AMS with English
subtitles. It hoped to support ASEAN’s
effort at raising the awareness among
peoples in ASEAN of their cultural identity,
history, and cultural heritage. The AMS
provided each other with two copies of
their documentation for promotion within
and outside the ASEAN Region.

Held back-to-back with the 8th Asian

Arts Festival, the ASEAN Cultural Week
showcased the richness of ASEAN cultures
to audiences in China.

This project aimed at building bridges and
uniting people with disabilities and those
without. Participants, composed of 150
children and youth and art instructors,
took part in an art camp, art forum, and art
exhibit.

The project aimed to promote rattan
products among the ASEAN people as
important cultural and material resources
for contemporary lifestyle and ecotourism
of the ASEAN region. Two delegates from
each of the AMS attended the symposium.

The project was envisioned to bring
cultural officers and practitioners into
closer contact and direct communication
with the common folks in the rural areas of
the AMS. This will help establish a stronger
sense of appreciation of the common
heritage of the ASEAN region and
sustainable linkages among the peoples at
the grassroots. There were 24 participants
from the six AMS; four AMS were unable
to participate. The participants observed
and experienced the traditional arts and
practices of weaving, embroidery, and
other indigenous art forms in the local
communities. In reciprocity, the foreign
participants gave presentations on the arts
and crafts of their respective countries.

The symposium brought together scholars
from AMS to present data on the ship and
watercraft technology and to compile an
inventory of ship and watercraft types in
their respective countries.

The objective of the camp was to promote
among young representatives from AMS
knowledge and understanding of ASEAN,
to learn each other’s culture through
interactive activities, and to build up
friendship among the youth. The theme of
the Camp was “ADHESION: Water and the
Arts” in view of the fact that civilization and
culture of ASEAN evolved through river and
seas.

Archives, libraries, and museums have been
grappling with the problem of deteriorating
heritage materials. One media of great
concern is paper-based material, such

as manuscripts. To address this concern,
the Workshop on the Preservation and
Conservation of Heritage Materials was
held to provide a venue for the sharing

of experiences concerning deteriorating
heritage materials, specifically paper
documents, paintings, and artifacts, and to
learn from experts about new approaches
and techniques to address these. The
workshop was held on 24-27 Jan 2001

in Luang Prabang, and involved the
participation of 30 officials from heritage
institutions.

The project aimed to regularly update and
maintain the ASEAN-COCI website, to
make it more vibrant and responsive.

A follow-up to the first internet forum
implemented by Singapore in 1996, this
2-day meet focused on international
content classification and educating
children and youth on proper internet use.

in support of the ASEAN Vision 2020. The
national communications plans became
the guides by which all AMS based their
information activities.

A conference for journalists, public/media
relations professionals, and journalism

and mass-communication researchers to
strengthen the ability and capacity of AMS
to manage and reduce the negative effects
of future regional crises through effective
crisis reporting strategies and media
relations.

A continuing and recurring project
involving an exchange of soft news and
feature stories among AMS using various
technologies, beginning with video,
followed by satellites, FTP, and more
recently, cloud-based file sharing systems.

After a survey on the training needs of
